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The Incas, with significant astronomical knowledge,
named the stars forming constellations and had a unique
type of "constellation"” the dark clouds (yana phuyulthat
draw the arms of the Milky Way.
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The dark constellations were classified according to their color in
yana (dark), muru (multicolored or mottled) or red.
